I sometimes forget how God uses Cedar Lane in countless ways in our  
missionary familyõs lives. In our last twenty years here we have seen families 
that just need inexpensive housing in a convenient location near their family or 
supporting churches. Others come needing to work through some special 
needs of  their children, illnesses or maybe educational needs. Some come 
needing a break from the war-torn country in which theyõre ministering. Some 
come waiting for a dangerous situation to calm down in the area where they 
desire to go. Others come short-term for weddings or funerals or a newly  
arriving grandchild.  
 
The point is, like us, missionary families can have various situations to work 
through in their lives though they likely wonõt have family nearby to help or a 
loving church to come alongside them. But God has provided a respite for 
them here with loving neighbors who understand their concerns and a caring  
community to stand with them as they seek Godõs grace and direction.  
 

We are so grateful for those of  you who stand with these missionary families  
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in prayer and partnership.  As Paul declared his dependence on the prayers of  the Corinthians, so 
our missionaries are dependent on your prayers.
